	To support children who have been identified as having characteristics of dyslexia. 1:1 support for half an hour a week. Intervention based on child’s specific area of need. 
	Children make progress towards bespoke targets and those for whom a formal dyslexia assessment is appropriate are put forward for this.
Children are assessed on a bi yearly basis. If the provision is not working, we alter their dyslexia plan.


	S and L support – HLTA – 
½ hour a week working towards speech and language targets for 12 weeks

	To offer speech and language support. Targets are taken from NHS SALT, EHCPs and IEPs as appropriate. The interventions address these targets weekly. 
	The SALT HLTA, class teachers and parents reported a positive impact. Children thrive in the 1:1 environment. The SALT HLTA also provides resources for the children to use in class.
Children make progress towards targets and those who do not are put forward for an NHS assessment after a 12 week block of work.


	Inclusion lead 1 day a week

	To ensure that all vulnerable children receive the support they require.
	Dyslexia support, interventions and SALT interventions are all monitored on a half termly basis for impact on children. 
Support staff have received training on specific interventions and behaviour strategies. 
PEP meetings attended for our LAC children and targets shared with staff.
External agency priority list is regularly updated and shared with professionals to ensure pupils are seen when required.
