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By the end of key stage two, children are expected to be able to swim 25m confidently and efficiently using a range of strokes such as front crawl, back crawl and breast stroke.

Across year 3, 51 children out of 77 (66%) were able to achieve the end of key stage two target of swimming 25m using a range of strokes. Of the 26 children (34%) who did not achieve this, 4 children fell short in their assessment of swimming 25 metres, 5 children needed floatation devices and the remaining children swam unaided 5-10 metres. 1 child was unable to swim. The 26 children that have not met the standard will have the opportunity for top up swimming sessions if they still need them when they reach year 6.  

Year 6 swimming top ups
19 children in year 6 were identified by parents as not being able to meet the expected standard of swimming and needed top up sessions. They took part in a week of back to back sessions at King Henry’s. 8 of these children have now met the standard.  4 children were able to swim unaided but falling short of the 25m. 4 children were reliant on floating aids and 3 could swim without floating aids for 5-10m. This brings the total number of children from the cohort of year 6 children to 64/75 leaving Stivichall as competent swimmers. This is 85% achieved and 15% not achieved.
