
2019-20 Swimming Report
Standards
By the end of key stage two, children are expected to be able to swim 25m confidently and efficiently using a range of strokes such as front crawl, back crawl and breast stroke.
Due to the school closure during the Covid 19 pandemic Year 3 were unable to swim last June of the academic year 2019-2020. 
From our year 6 cohort, there were 14 children reported by parents that are not able to meet the standards. In normal circumstances, these children would have received the opportunity for top up swimming sessions. These could not go ahead.
Results
This brings the total number of children from the cohort of year 6 2019-2020 children to 60/74 leaving Stivichall as competent swimmers. This is 81% achieved and 19% not achieved. This is slightly lower that last years 85% achieved which was expected with top sessions unable to go ahead. 
Next Steps
In response to year 3 missing their swim from last year, we will ensure that this year group do not get missed and receive their curriculum swimming when safe to do so this year.
